The Cornwall Councillors informed the meeting that the items they   

wished to raise had already been covered in previous agenda items.   .

POOL POLICE STATION (Cllr. Mrs. J. Dunstan)

Cllr. Mrs. Dunstan expressed concerns of both herself and local residents at the lack of visible policing in Pool despite the growing population of the area. The meeting discussed the need for a permanent Police Station in the area. The Chairman informed the meeting that he had contacted John Sheppard in Truro for information on the old Pool Police Station (Church Road) and had been informed that a planning application would be submitted for three dwellings on the site as it was not financially viable to convert the property. The Chairman reminded the meeting that the Parish Council had been campaigning for many years for a permanent Police Station and that the offices at Cornwall College were expected be a three year temporary solution. Devon and Cornwall Police had been offered the Bassett Institute but did not consider it to be a viable proposition.


Resolved: that Pc Dolling and a Sergeant are invited to the next meeting to discuss the lack of visible policing in the area (agenda item) and that a letter is written to John Sheppard (copied to the Chief Constable and Cllr. B. Jenkin) regarding the need for a local police station and suggesting that the property in Church Road is converted and not sold for dwellings.
