The meeting was informed that the alternative option was for the £6k from the County Council budget to be used to upgrade smaller schemes and install an improved version of the school signs.  A Member proposed that the Parish Council take £6k from the Councils budget towards a sign for B3297 Four Lanes (south – westbound). The motion was seconded. An amendment was made and seconded that funds were not taken from the Parish Council’s budget and that the County Councillor use the County Council budget to have the improved version of the school sign installed outside Treloweth School.



A vote was taken on the amendment of 4 for the motion, 3 against and 3 abstentions. The amendment became the substantive motion. A vote was taken. Cllr. P. Holmes abstained form the vote.
