TO DISCUSS THE FOLLOWING ISSUES (Cllr. Mrs. D. Cousins)



(a) Double yellow lines in Carn Brea Lane



Cllr. Mrs. Cousins informed the meeting that she has received three letters from local residents requesting double yellow lines. Cllr. Holmes suggested that a letter be written to Cornwall County Highways. Cllr. Moyle suggested that the residents affected are informed that this matter will be discussed at the next Full Council meeting and informed the meeting that monies would not be available until October 2009. The Vice Chairman agreed to supply the Clerk with the addresses of the residents that this would affect and to speak to PC Dolling about the parking before letters are forwarded to local residents.


(b) the condition of Deep Lane



Cllr. Mrs. D. Cousins informed the meeting that she had received a letter from a resident of Four Lanes regarding the condition of the second half of Deep Lane, which is waterlogged and very muddy, making it virtually impassable. It was agreed that clarification on the ownership and details of the legal procedure for adopting the lane (if relevant) be sought.


(c) the bus stop and island outside Morrison’s Store

Cousins informed the meeting that she had received a letter from a resident in Camborne regarding the bus stop and island outside Morrisons Store with a copy of the letter that he had received from Cornwall County Council informing the resident that there were to no changes in the foreseeable future.  Cllr. Mrs. Cousins requested that the original letter be forwarded to Cornwall County Council requesting an update and asking that the information is copied to the resident.

The meeting was informed that the school were requesting that a sign be erected. Cllr. M. Moyle suggested that the school erect a sign on their land.
