  (i)Chairman’s Report – The Chairman reported that she had laid a wreath at Illogan Church  (Battle of Britain) and attended the Mineral Tramways meeting. The meeting was informed that the Chairman, Vice Chairman and Clerk had attended a meeting with Redruth and Camborne Town Council and Illogan Parish Council and that the Chairman had attended the business forum. The Chairman reminded Councillors of the Remembrance Service on 2nd November and a coffee morning on 18th November. Cllr. Mrs. Bishop reported on the KDC Greenspace strategy that she had attended with the Clerk and informed the meeting that the land at Agar Road had been discussed for use as allotments. It was agreed that a letter be written to KDC to request that consideration be given to the land being transferred to the Parish Council for use as allotments.

  (ii)Police Report – PC Dolling read the police report. There were 200 calls made (263 last year), 56 crimes had been committed (98 last year) and 10 arrests had been made (34 last year).  Concerns were expressed at cars parked in Druids Road and it was agreed that a letter be written to County Highways regarding the 360 yard sign outside Connexions. PC Dolling reported on the alleged poisoning of dogs in the Four Lanes area.
